Exercise 0: 
Lab Setup 
· From the Session Menu on the login screen, choose the Windows XP.NET session
· Enter the username and password you were given (not your UTS username/password)

· Your VMware image will start up automatically. If it does not, run the command vmware from a terminal window

Exercise 1:
Create the Report Builder Project
In this exercise you will create a report builder project to access the Adventure Works DW AS database.
· Task 1: Create the project
1. Open Sql Server Business Intelligence Development Studio
2. Specify the name as AdventureWorksProductsReportModel, select an appropriate location and press OK to create the project.
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Figure: Click OK to Create the project
· Task 2: Add a Data Source
1. Press View, Solution Explorer or press [image: image2.png]=



F5 to display the solution explorer.
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2. Right click on the Data Sources and select Add New Data Source or select Project, Add New Item from the menu and select Data Source from the installed templates.  The welcome screen from the Data Source wizard should appear.
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3. Press Next to move to the next screen.  The connection selection screen should appear as follows.
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4. Press new to create a new connection using the Connection Manager.
5. In the Server or file name type localhost to indicate the current server

6. In the Initial catalog drop down select Adventure Works.
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7. Press Test Connection to check whether the Analysis Services database is contactable.

8. Press OK to return to the Data Source Wizard.
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9. Press Next to go to the completed screen
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10. Press Finish to complete the Wizard

· Task 3: Add a Data Source View
1. Right click on Data Source Views in the solution explorer and select Add New Data Source View or select Project, Add New Item from the menu, select DataSource View from the template list and press Add.  This should open the Data Source View wizard.
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2. Select the Data Source you just completed, Adventure Works and press Next.
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3. We are going to limit this model to Products Sold.  Double click on Production.Product and Sales.SalesOrderDetail and press Next.
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4. Press Finish to complete the wizard.
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5. Double click on Adventure Works.dsv to display the data source view.

6. There may not be a link from the SalesOrderItem ProductID and the Product ProductID.  If so click on ProductID within SalesOrderItem and drag to Product ProductID.

Task 4: Create a Data Model

1. Right click Report Models in the solution explorer and select Add New Report Model to open the report model wizard.
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2. Press Next.

3. Select the default dsv Adventure Works Prod.dsv and press Next.
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4. At the “Select report model generation rules” use the defaults and press Next.
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5. At the “Collect Model Statistics” use the default “Update Model statistics before generating” and press Next.
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6. At the “Completing the Wizard” screen leave the name as Adventure Works and press Run. [image: image18.png]18 Report Model Wizard
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7. At the “Completing the Wizard” screen press Finish  to complete the wizard.

8. Press F5 to build and deploy.
Exercise 2:
Use Report Builder with the Data Model.
1. Open Internet Explorer
2. Enter //localhost/Reports as the URL.
3. Click on the Report Builder entry on the tool bar.

4. Report Builder should appear prompting to create a report.
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5. Select AdventureWorksProductsReportModel and Press OK

6. An entities column will appear on the left hand side of the screen.
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With columns within the entities below
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7. Select Product in Entities and drag the Field Name onto the table.  Product becomes the parent entity.

8. Select Sales Order Details in the Entities and drag over Order Qty within Total Order Qty to the report.
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9. Drag over the Line Total within Total Line Total.

10. Run the report.

11. Delete the Line Total and add at the beginning of the line.

12. Use Grouping and Sorting to Sort Descending based on LineTotal

13. Set a filter to limit rows to unit price > 20

14. Format the LineTotal field to $ with 2 decimal places.
